After Easter Events

Breakfast with Jesus

If you share the Easter message with your group or ~ Toddler service, you might
wish to continue with some of the Easter events as  the Risen Jesus met his
friends and even cooked breakfast for them on the b each!

Make a pretend bonfire with sticks, orange tissue p  aper and a torch underneath.
Link to a fish craft — hats or a mobile using colou red paper scraps to stick onto a
paper fish shape.

Jesus goes to Heaven

Jesus goes to be with his Father in Heaven. Make an  ‘ascension mobile’. Paper
plate for mountain, cotton wool or wadding for clo  uds and Jesus template for
image of Jesus to colour in.

Pentecost

Celebrate the Church’s birthday with a Pentecost Pa rty or Pentecost Praise
Service. This may not be appropriate for all group  settings but could help with
ideas for Toddler services and events for the under fives generally.

Red and orange balloons might be a way of having a party to celebrate the start
of the church (for those groups who wish to mark th is Christian festival in
their sessions or services)

You could attach a paper dove to a helium balloon w ith ribbon and write a prayer
on it before releasing. Or release a gold foil heli  um balloon with prayers written
on tissue paper (lightweight) and taped on with ‘se llotape’.

How about windmills as a gift or a craft activity? Baker Ross supplyr  eady made

(coloured or plain sets. Not sure how tots friendly these are re the sticks as
you need to consider safety aspects. Would need adu It supervision in any case
and be age-appropriate.

Have a birthday cake for the church’s birthday with re-igniting candles (and a
way of extinguishing them effectively afterwards) t o show the power of God’s
Holy Spirit. How about organising a picnic to cel ebrate birthdays generally?



If you are OK with using candles, perhaps a candle-lighting element within
a ‘service’ with parental supervision... using a lar ge church candle to light smaller
tea lights (use a long taper) and be aware of safet .

One toddler service has this as part of the program  me of its monthly parent
toddler service. The candles are laid out on the al tar/communion table and
underneath is laid a map of the worlds to show we a re praying for the world.

Make your own upper room with shoeboxes.

Tell the story from Acts ... refer to God's warmth — a cosy, glowing feeling
inside, made them feel tingly and helped them to fe el they had
the power of God inside, helping them to ‘show and tell ‘others
about Jesus. (Using words ‘fire and flame’ vocabul ary might
alarm little children in their simple operational u  nderstanding)

‘The First Easter’ Bible Story Book Published by Lion, this
little storybook is beautifully illustrated. From P alm Sunday
onwards. Post Good Friday events include the Easter Sunday
empty tomb, ascension and Pentecost.

‘Follow the Kite’ a lovely gusty windy story for Pentecost or
windy days. Or look for other windy day stories to use as an
introduction to the story.
