
Clay model - Baby Jesus
You will need:
Self hardening clay (from ELC at approx. £5 for a l arge TUB)
Poster  paint  and  cocktail  stick  for  dipping  in  blac k  paint  for  adding  face
features and hair.
Clear satin varnish
Silver or gold tinsel pipe cleaners (C&H fabrics cr aft dept)
Clear satin varnish (quick drying low odour)

· Take  a  small  piece  of  clay  and  work until  pliable.  Roll  into  a  smooth,
marble sized ball.

· Take another piece of clay and roll into a small sa usage shape and attach
to the ball.

· Now take a third piece of clay and work into a flat  ‘sheet to wrap around
the ball (head) and sausage  (body) shapes to make a shawl. Mould it over
the head and round the back and add another  small  s heet  across the
front. The moulding can add to the effect of foldin g fabric so it doesn’t
have to be too neat. 

· Take a small piece of pipe cleaner. Shape into a lo op with a ‘tail’ and stick
into the top of the ‘head’ to form a small halo. La y figure on a tray to
make sure the base is flat and the figure doesn’t r oll.

· Now leave in an airing cupboard or dry place until rock hard. When ready,
mix some paint to a shade of olive skin and paint t he face. Leave to dry.
You might need a second coat. Then paint the swaddl ing clothes white. 



· When dry, add the features for the face using a bla ck fine-tipped pen.
When dry, varnish all over and leave to dry. These little figures are long
lasting and robust!
